Literacy Foundation (DGLF) was 
created to honor co-founder, 
J.L. Turner, who was functionally 
illiterate with only a third-grade 
education. We continue his legacy 
by supporting students of all ages 
along their educational journey.

Since its founding, the DGLF has 
supported more than 24,000 
organizations, including schools, 
libraries and non-profits, helping 
nearly 24 million individuals learn 

to read, prepare for the high 
school equivalency test or learn 
English. 

Additionally, DG partners with 
several historically Black colleges 
and universities (HBCUs) that 
have disciplines applicable to DG’s 
business needs. Our activities 
include career fairs, student 
mixers and move-in events, and 
various special events at our 
partner HBCUs.
